The British novelist Kazuo Ishiguro was awarded the 

Nobel Prize of Literature earlier this year! Ishiguro was 

born in Nagasaki, Japan; his family moved to England 

in 1960 when he was five. Known for such books as 

The Remains of the Day, Never Let Me Go, and most  

recently, The Buried Giant. Ishiguroôs prose style has 

been described as rich and poetic. While his books tend to focus on human failings, the pathos 

of his narrators tend to win readers over in a deeply emotional way. Ishiguro is definitely of the 

óshow, donôt tellô variety of storytelling and explaining human experience. He has written eight 

books, which have been translated into over 40 languages. The Scripps Ranch Library has  

several copies of his books available, or we can order one for you if we donôt currently have it in 

stock.
